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Assume putting stance.
Look into the mirror to see
the reflection of the string.
Align yourself until you
can only see one line.
You are now in a 
perfect alignment with 
the string. The string is
now your putting line.
Try a few practice strokes,
without the ball, keeping the
putter head suare and the 
sweetspot aligned below 
the putting line.  

Recommendation:

At the end of your stroke hold your
finish to ensure that your putter head
remained square and the sweetspot
is perfectly below the putting line.

Place golf ball on putting surface anywhere
from 6 to 48 inches away from the mirror.
Ensure the ball is centered below the 
aligned putting line.

	 Place the putter head 
	 square behind the ball. The sweetspot 
perfectly aligned below the putting line. 

You can glance back to the mirror
to check alignment at any time.

You can use the bottom of your putter
      to roll the ball into this position.

Reassume putting stance in relation
to where you placed your ball. Align
yourself by looking at the reflection
of the string in the mirror so that 
you only see one line.

Your eyes are now correctly aligned
above the ball and the putting line.

Look at the hole along the length
of the putting line, for a feel of the
distance (speed).

Look back to the ball and take
the putter straight back.
Stroke the ball with a smooth
on-line putting stroke, keeping
the putter square and sweetspot
aligned below the putting line
from take-away, through impact
and into the follow through.
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
